	INTRODUCTION
	2   LEAD IN / PREPARATION
	The teacher introduces the topic of the class making questions to the students such as  Where do you go on holidays? Do you know any attractions in your city? What are the most touristic cities in the world? Which city or country would you like to visit?

	Students pay attention to the teacher and participate in the class answering the questions about the topic they are going to learn in this lesson.

	DEVELOPMENT
	3   SETTING UP THE ACTIVITY
	The teacher delivers the activity worksheet to the students. 
Explains the instructions of the activities in the worksheet in a short, simple and clear way.
Give an example of what they have to do in the activity.
Check if the students understood the instructions with CCQs (Concept Checking Questions)

	The students receive the activity worksheet and wait for the instructions of the teacher.
The learners pay attention to the instructions and ask questions when they don’t understand something.
Answer questions about the activity to show they understood the instructions.

	4   RUNNING THE ACTIVITY
	Make sure that the learners are doing the activity walking around the class. Answering the questions that they may have.

	5   CLOSING THE ACTIVITY
	The teacher gives time warning to the students so they can be ready for sharing the answers. 
The teacher checks the activity with the class asking them individually.
